Class Descriptions 

 

Hunter Hack:  Competitors to jump 2 fences either cross 

poles of verticals. Rail work includes walk, trot, canter in 

both directions, possible hand gallop. 
 

Hunter Classes: Competitors jump course of 8 - 10 fences. 

Horseôs style and way of going is judged. 
 

Jumper Classes: Competitors jump a course of 8 - 10 

fences. Classes are scored not judged. 
 

Low Working Hunter:   Competitors jump course of 8 - 10 

fences. Horseôs style and way of going is judged. 
 

Gamblers Choice: Each fence is rated a score.   

You have time limit to jump as many jumps as possible to 
accumulate as many points as you can. 

 

Equitation:  defined as any class where only the rider's 

equitation (position, seat & hands, execution of aids, level of 

skill, etc.) are taken into consideration by the Judge. The 
horse's way of going is not taken into consideration, except 

where it reflects the rider's ability. Execution of all 3 gaits in 

both directions will be asked for. Halt, back up, & other 
requirements at judgeôs discretion. 

 

Pleasure: defined as any class where only the horse's way of 
going and suitability to the type of class is taken into 

consideration by the Judge. The rider's equitation is not taken 

into consideration except where it affects the horse's way of 
going. Execution of all 3 gaits in both directions will be 

asked for. Halt, back up, & other requirements at judges 

discretion. 
 

Mission Hack: Walk, trot, canter in both directions. Work on 

a loose rein, lengthen stride at any gait, hand gallop, side 
pass, rein back and halt from any gait at judgeôs discretion. 

 

Hunter Under Saddle: Walk, trot, canter in both directions. 
Halt, rein back, & hand gallop at judgeôs discretion. 

 

Road Hack: Walk, trot, strong trot, canter, & hand gallop in 
both directions. Work on long rein, halt, and rein back at 

judgeôs discretion. 

 
Show Hack: Walk, trot, canter in both directions, collections 

& extension of all 3 gaits. Halt, rein back & hand gallop at 

judgeôs discretion. 
 

Discipline Rail: Walk, trot, canter in both directions, any of 

the following at judges discretion: lengthen of stride at any 
gait, shoulder or haunches in, leg yield, half pass, turn on the 

forehand or haunches, counter canter, simple or flying lead 

changes, side pass, etc. 

 

Super Horse: Entrants must compete on both days of the 

show and have paid the ówhole showô entry fee.  The same 
horse/rider combination must compete in all four rounds. 

Any rider that does not complete all four classes in 

eliminated. 

 

Junior Horse: Horses or ponies five years old or younger. 

Junior horses may be ridden in a snaffle or bosal in all 
Western Pleasure classes. 

 

 
 

 

 

Horse Colour - classes divided by colour refer to the 

appearance of the horse, not by any applicable registration 
papers. 

 Horse Types: 

Stock - Quarter Horses, Appaloosas, Paints, and similar 
types. 

Hunter - Thoroughbreds, Warmbloods and similar types.  

Saddle - Saddlebreds, Morgans and similar types.  
Pleasure - Arabians and similar types.  

Draft ï Clyde, Percheron, Andalusion, Halfliger, Canadians, 

Belgian, Friesian and similar types. 

 

- In case of a cross breed or if the breeding is unknown the 

show committee will determine in which type of class that 
horse most closely resembles and enter the appropriate class. 

  

Command Class: Similar to Discipline Rail, except 

competitors are eliminated if they fail to execute the required 

commands. 
 

Ultimate Command Class: Think óCommand Classô on 

steroids. Bring your óAô game.  
 

Showmanship: Judged on handlerôs ability to present their 

horse in halter. A simple pattern is usually required. 
 

Halter:  Judged on horseôs conformation. Horses are 

presented in halter & shown in walk, trot & stand for 
inspection. 

 

Grand Entry:  Riders to enter ring and line up. Judged on 
turn out - cleanliness of horse and rider and tack, overall 

visual effect. 

 
2 Handed Snaffle Pleasure: Same as Western Pleasure. 

Horses to be shown in a smooth mouthed snaffle bit, reins 

held in 2 hands with split reins. 
 

Horsemanship: Walk, jog & lope in both directions, plus 

individual pattern work. Judged on riderôs ability and form. 
 

Advanced Western (Mission) Pleasure: Walk, jog, lope in 

both directions. Any of the following may be asked: 
extension of any gait, hand gallop, halt from any gait, rein 

back, turn on the haunches or forehand. 

  
Freestyle Reining: Riders to design their own reining pattern 

can be ridden to music. Riders may use 2 hands or use snaffle 

bit. Requirements will be posted.  

  

Western Riding Horse: Horses to maneuver through one of 

the CEF patterns. Walk, jog, lope, flying lead changes, halt & 
rein back.  

 

Two way Combination: To be judged as English Pleasure 
first. Change to Western equipment, then to be judged as 

Western Pleasure. Five minutes allowed for change over. 

Rider must change boots. Same rider will be allowed one 
groom, suitably attired (i.e. white grooming smock). Must 

remain in line until 5 minute whistle. No wheelbarrows 

allowed. If rider goes over the 5 minute allotment they will 
be eliminated. 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Rules 

 
1) The show management has the right to 

refuse any entry and combine, split or cancel 

any class. Any class with fewer than (3) 

entries will be combined. 

 

2) Entry to fence classes will be limited due to 

time restrictions, and spots will be assigned 

on a first come, first served basis.  If space is 

available, post entries will be accepted up to 

one hour prior to the start to of the show. 

 

3) See the MHC web site for rules governing 

tack and dress.  Please note that the hard hat 

rule will be strictly enforced to all riders 18 

and under and recommended to all or riders 

regardless of age. Riders will be in no way 

penalized for choosing to wear a safety 

helmet in any class. 

 

4) Abuse of horses will not be tolerated and 

constitutes grounds for elimination and 

withholding of all awards, prizes and or 

prize money. 

 

5) Exhibitorôs horses are expected to be sound 
and in good health.  Any horse, which the 

Show management believes to be unsound 

or unhealthy, may be refused entry.  In 

addition, the show management reserves the 

right to deny any horse access to the show 

ring whose behavior they consider to be 

dangerous to that of the horseôs rider or to 

other competitors. 

 

6) Exhibitors are responsible for being in the 

holding area and ready to enter the class on 

time.  The MHC is not responsible for 

classes missed for any reason and refunds of 

entry fees will not be given.  Late arrivals 

will not be allowed entry to the show ring 

after the in-gate has been closed. 

 

7) All children 7 years old and under must be 

in the company of an adult at all times while 

on the property. 

 

8) No horses are to be left unattended or tied in 

the holding area. 

 

9) Entry fees will be refunded only at show 

management ruling and only when a Vet 

Certificate is submitted. Substitutions of 

horse or rider may be accepted in such 

situations. Please contact show management 

immediately for a ruling, in the event of a 

needed horse substitution. 

 

10) All entries received after August 1st will be 

subject to Post Entry fees. NO 

EXCEPTIONS!  
 

 

11) Super Horse entrants must compete on both 

days of the show and have paid the ówhole 

showô entry fee.  The same horse/rider 

combination must compete in all four 

rounds. If all four rounds are not completed, 

the horse and rider will be eliminated from 

the Super Horse Challenge. 

 

12) Due to limited parking, the MHC back 

parking lot is reserved for vehicles with 

horse trailers attached. Vehicles not pulling 

tra ilers must park in the front lot.  
NO EXCEPTIONS! Parking will be 

assigned by attendant. Anyone unwilling to 

comply with this rule will be asked to leave 

the grounds 

 

13) Submission of entry forms and fees shall be 

considered acceptance of all these rules and 

all MHC rules.  All signatures and entry fees 

must accompany entries 

 

14) In all circumstances the decision of the 

Show Management is final.
